Caucasus International University (CIU), located at 73 Chargali St. Thilisi 0141, Georgia, represented by
Rector - Prof. Dr. Kakhaber Kordzaia and Vinnytsia Myhkhailo Kotsiubynsky: State Pedagogical
University, located at 32 Ostrozkogo St. Vinnytsia 21001, Ukraine, represented by Rector - Doctor of
Pedagogical Sciences, Prof. Natalia Lazarenko seek to promote cooperation and advancement of international
understanding. Considering their common interest in promoting mutual cooperation in the area of education
and research, both institutions, therefore, wish to expand the basis for friendly and cooperative educational
exchange and academic collaboration and have set forth the following Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).
Nothing in this agreement shall be constructed as creating a legal relationship between mnstitutions except as
specifically provided in this MOU.

ARTICLEI
PURPOSE

each university possesses a research interest and to promote relations and mutual understanding between
the nstitutions.

1. Both mstitutions agree that all specific arrangements and plans for activities are to be negotisted and
are dependent on the availability of funds and resources for each such activity

2 Both mstitubions agree to seek financial support from national and mternational orgamzations for the
cooperative activities to be undertaken as stated under the terms of this MOU

3 This memorandum doesn’t provide for any financial obligations of the Parties The terms of
collasboraton and the necessary funding for each program and activity shall be mutually negotisied,
discussed and agreed upon in wrniting by both Parties in separate additional cooperation agreements priot
to the mination of any particular acuvity,

ARTICLE IV
TERMS OF ADDITIONAL AGREEMENT

A detarled description of the scope of any activity described in this MOU and agreed to by the mstitutions
shall be defined 1 a wnitten and signed Addinonal Agreement, which shall supplement this MOLU
An Agreement of Implementation will imclude such items as.

1 Elaboranon of the responsibiliies of each nstitution for the agreed-upon activity.

2 Schedule(s) for the specific activity,

3 Budgets and sources of financing for each activity

4 Any other stems deemed necessary for the efficient management of the activity, for example, for
procedures and ownership of intellectual property nghts (see Article V below)

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS AND PUBLICATION

1 CIU and VSPU will share all data and research findings relating to this MOU and the relevant
Addmtsonal Agreement, and ownership of any patent nights, copyrights, and other intellectual propery
